At 9:25 am Purchasing Agent Kim Hartman joined the meeting for Presiding Commissioner Nelson and
Commissioner Burnham to initial invoices; she left the meeting at 9:40.

A discussion took place about the properties at Lake Contrary that are in disarray. Commissioners will be setting
up a meeting with Allied Properties to discuss the lots at Lake Contrary.
